Operation

Connection: 2 x 0.5 - 2.5mm?2 - use only single —stranded solid conductors
Wire strip length: 8mm (for 0.5 — 1.0mm2), 10mm (for 1.5 — 2.5mm?2)

Maintenance
No user serviceable parts inside this unit. Disassembly should not be attempted
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Installation

The heater must only be mounted into a housing with inner dimension
min. 600x300x200mm

Installation by skilled or trained personnel only

Mounting with DIN clip on TS35 rail

When installing the heater ensure that the clearances shown in the diagram
are met to allow for sufficient air circulation and maintain an optimum operating
temperature

When connecting the appliance to the power supply make sure the mains
voltage corresponds to the voltage specified on the appliance and that the
rules and instructions stipulated by the relevant authorities for electrical
installations as well as the pertinent accident prevention regulations are
complied with

Live wires must not come in contact with the heater housing or cross the hot
air outlet

The heater must not be installed in the vicinity of flammable materials.

The appliance is not suited for use in wet, aggressive or corrosive
environments.

Before beginning cleaning or maintenance works, all live parts shall be de-
energized. Clearance to live contacts must be at least 3mm.

The heater should be protected by a time delay fuse to avoid false tripping

when starting from a cold condition
